The Council approved the Committee’s recommendations as submitted.  The Committee has an additional 11 applications to be reviewed.  


There was discussion by the Committee regarding criteria and the question of whether or not the faculty should serve on a dissertation committee to completion before being considered for regular member.  The majority of the Council feels that faculty need experience in serving on dissertation committees to completion before they can chair such a committee.  Some programs may have difficulty meeting this standard and exceptions could be made based on other experiences and recommendation from the chair.  Dr. Orlin will write a summary of this discussion and circulate it to Council for review and will be discussed further at the next meeting.  Dr. Vin Grabill from UMBC has indicated that he would be willing to be part of a group to discuss this issue.

GSA Report


Shari Miller from UMB announced that the GSA held a fund raiser for Katrina victims at Fallfest and raised $420 and gathered clothing and goods and raised an additional $410 at another fund raiser.  GSA participated in the Komen Race for the Cure and raised $1200 for that event.  Currently the GSA is updating their website to include photos of all department representatives.


Tom Vicino from UMBC announced that their GSA is in its 10th year.  He met with UMB reps to discuss the Graduate Research Conference.  The Conference will be held in the last week of April.  Tuesday would not be good for UMB as that is when the Middle States Accreditation site visit is being held.  Ideally the Conference will be held on Thursday.  The potential speaker at this time is Dr. Randall Pinkett who has a background in communication science and engineering and is currently a candidate on The Apprentice this year.
