The minutes from the March 16, 2006 meeting were approved.

Deans’ Reports:

Dr. Bass reported that the search committee for the Dean of the College of Engineering and IT has completed its action and recommended their choice.  

The visit by the Middle States accreditation team was successful.  A lot of work was involved in the preparation and most of the committee’s recommendations echoed the results of the self-study.  

Mike Teitelbaum of The Sloan Foundation spoke about developing a Professional Science Master’s Degree; the lecture was well attended by science faculty and chairs.  The concept includes an advisory board comprised of academic and industrial representatives, curriculum focused on application of the discipline and career placement.  The Sloan Foundation offered financial support for a coordinator in a multi-campus initiative in a science field.
Dr. Bass and Dr. Rutledge with others prepared a paper “Lessons Learned” for publication by CGS.  It discusses strategies for inclusiveness on campus and ways to improve progressions towards the PhD.  CGS is looking into resources for nationwide publication.
UMBC is currently planning its 40th anniversary.

Dr. Orlin reported that a Middle States Evaluation Team is arriving at UMB on April 23 for the UMB site visit. 
The UMB Deans of Medicine and Social Work will be retiring.  Searches for these two positions have been successful and are currently in the negotiation phase.

Long Rang Planning and New Programs


Drs. Rutledge and Blitzer reported on behalf of Dr. Ritschel that two post-Baccalaureate certificate programs each requiring 12 credit are being planning for current teachers.  The two certificates are in Elementary/Middle Science Education and Mathematics.  The certificates will fulfill the federal requirement for teachers to be highly qualified in a specific subject area.  The courses required for these certificates are already part of the Graduate School catalogue as part of other programs.  One exception is “The Designed World” which philosophically examines the historical view of science through an interface of engineering, math and science.  The course content needs to be more precisely explained and accepted by the new courses committee.
