Long Range Planning and New Programs
Dr. Capra reported that the draft response to the Graduate Committee regarding Masters of Professional Studies (MPS) in GIS Program’s response to concerns about program continuity, oversight by core faculty, course design and stability of adjunct faculty was satisfactory and it was recommended that the program be approved by the Council.  There was a basic agreement to go forward with the program and it was approved.

After some discussion, it was determined that broader questions remain about how Grad Council can assure quality of MPS programs.  Specific issues raised include:  how many adjunct faculty is it possible for a core faculty member to supervise and who creates and designs new courses.  It was suggested that perhaps Graduate Council require a formal self-study and review at the three year mark for new MPS programs.  This will be discussed as New Business at the February meeting.
